Practical information - please read carefully


· Please meet your guide outside Dorking Museum on West Street 5 minutes before the scheduled departure. The Museum is situated on the alley running off West Street between Pump Corner and the United Reformed Church.

· The town part of this walk is conducted on paved surfaces but there are some steep inclines in the town. 


· Some of this walk is on unpaved and uneven surfaces. Paths can be slippery in some conditions and we advise walkers to wear suitable footwear for a walk in the countryside. 

· This walk is about 3.5 miles; it involves steps and some steep slopes. It lasts for about an hour and a half at moderate walking pace.

· There are toilet facilities on the route; please ask your guide.

· Coffees and teas are available at various coffee shops in the town once the walk is completed.

· Parking is available in car parks on West Street, North Street, behind Sainsbury's on the High Street, and behind St Martin's Walk shopping centre. All are within 5 minutes walk of the Museum. 

· This is not a circular walk. It will take in Rose Hill, Glory Wood, Dorking Golf Course and the Deepdene Terrace, and end at Cotmandene which is a short walk from the starting poinot.
